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“When the political state has achieved its true completion, man leads a double life, a heavenly one and an
earthly one, not only in thought and consciousness but in reality, in life. He has a life both in the political
community, where he is valued as a communal being, and in civil society, where he 1s active as a private
individual, treats other men as means, degrades himself to a means, and becomes the plaything of alien
powers. The political state has just as spiritual an attitude to civil society as heaven has to earth.”
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
